The panel centred Pacific
leadership and lived experience Speakers highlighted the impacts of military
emissions. nuclear testing foreign military. presence and geopolitical
competition on Pacific sovereignty. gender justice and climate resilience
Youth and civil society perspectives underscored the ongoing nuclear legacy
and rising seas. while the Fossil Fuel Treaty was presented as a peace
oriented pathway to phase out fossil fuels and reduce militarisation. The
session. underscored how climate justice anti nuclear resistance and

During Peace Boat’'s press conference, speakers
highlighted the “military emissions gap,” referring
to the fact that although militaries are responsible
for an estimated 5.5 percent of global ehissions,
which is more than the entire African continent,
they are not required to report these emissions to
the UNFCCC. Dr Barbara Magalhdes Teixeira, a
researcher in the SIPRI Climate Change and Risk
Programme, spoke about global military spending.
Natalia Chavez discussed extractivism in Colombia
and the Fossil Fuel Treaty, while Roaa Alobeid
from Sudan spoke about the intersections of the
climate crisis and militarism in her home country.
